From Fear to Safety: How Clean Water Transformed Ali’s Family

Every morning, 40-year-old Ali would send his young daughters on a journey he dreaded. Their task was
simple in words but dangerous in reality — traveling along steep, rocky paths on donkeys to fetch water
for the family. The water was often dirty, but it was all they had.

“l prayed every day that they would come back safely,” Ali recalls. “We suffered many illnesses
because of the water, but we had no other choice.”
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In their remote mountain village, clean water was a DREAM few believed would come true. Life
revolved around scarcity — scarcity of resources, safety, and opportunity. The daily water trip consumed
time, endangered lives, and strained the health of the entire family. That changed when Action for Huma-
nity rehabilitated the village’s water well. The project brought SAFE, CLEAN WATER directly to their com-
munity through repaired infrastructure, restored pumping systems, and functional storage tanks. For the
first time in years, water was within reach, no dangerous journeys, no contaminated sources. Now, Ali’s
daughters hold cups instead of heavy buckets. Their laughter fills the home instead of the tense silence
of worry. With the burden lifted, the family enjoys better health, and Ali can work his fields with a lighter
heart.

“This project brought great goodness to our lives,” Ali says with a grateful smile. “May God reward all
the donors who made this possible.”

For families like Ali’s, this water well project didn’t just bring water, it restored SAFETY, DIGNITY, and
HOPE.
